Percept: A mental impression of
something perceived by the senses,
viewed as the basic component in the
formation of concepts; a sense datum.
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Schema: (in the philosophy of Kant) a rule or
principle that enables the understanding to
apply its categories and unify experience.

Forma: Shape, form, pattern, mold or map.
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Cognition: is a group of mental processes that
includes attention, memory, pattern
recognition, understanding meanings in

language, learning, reasoning, problem solving,

and / or decisions.
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
